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 ORLANDO,
eponymous hero(ine) of a fabulous  episode, a historic giant fresco, a 
biography, a lifetime, that encompasses – that outlasts 400 years, one 
life only?! For sure – ‘cause what means time, its duration and length?

 Except of the “exceeding incongruity between the clock time and the time 
sensed” we don’t know anything about it.

 ORLANDO
is born as a dreamy boy, briefly a lover to the elderly queen Elizabeth I 
who decides  not to grow old. After her death he loves and ekes out a 
living through the age until the Great Frost when England’s court revels 
the carnival on ice, fells in intense but brief love with Sasha, a princess in 
the entourage of the Russian embassy, is  betrayed and feels  deceived, 
suffers all torments of love and finally is  appointed by King Charles II as 
British ambassador to Constantinople where he – morphs into a equally 
beautiful woman of the same name; the now Lady Orlando covertly 
escapes Constantinople in the company of a Gypsy clan, adopting their 
way of life until its essential conflict with her upbringing leads her back to 
England to perambulate the following centuries realizing the magnitude 
of becoming a woman, falling in love again and marrying Shelmerdine, a 
sea captain – unchanged changed, skeptical and sentimental in equal 
measure, thoughtful and enjoying, partly as gentlewoman of the parlor, 
partly solitary, searching the loneliness. 

 Virgina Woolf’s profound musing about the exchangeability of ages and 
identities, a vision of life that neither tolerates fixed time nor restricted 
space, not even the unchangeable identity, as well and particularly the 
sexual determined.

 Speaking the words of her son Nigel Nicolson, the novel “Orlando”, 
published in 1928 is “the longest and most charming love-letter in 
literature”, dedicated to her lover Vita Sackville-West.
